If you want to pay direct 

you can give it to Treasurer Simon Ingram, Stoneybrook House, Laroch Beag, PH49 4LB 

postmaster@simonmags.plus.com 07716 331084 , any other Director or post it in the Silver 

PostBox at the Village Hall , which is our Registered Office, with your name and Postcode 

on it for reference. As usual we will be delighted to collect membership fees at the AGM. As 

you know from past newsletters we have vacancies for Directors and at the AGM that is 

your opportunity if you are interested in stepping forward also we are always seeking new 

members. 

The purpose of the company is to bring areas of land and built assets into community 

ownership and control, for the good of local residents. The Land Reform Acts and other 

legislation allows communities like ours to access funds to purchase land. 

The company was formed in 2002 and since then, a number of members of the community 

have taken membership. The company has an annually elected board comprised of local 

representatives. 

Membership of this company allows you to get further involved in the future of your 

community and only costs £5.00 a year. This subscription indicates a local commitment to 

grant bodies. Please spread the word for membership application forms and any queries 

feel free to contact me at 01855 811540 or at Ballachulishcc@aol.com   

On other matters: 

We are still trying to get an answer from Scottish Water about possible disposal of their 

assets at Brecklet. 

A feasibility study of having a private wire from the proposed River Laroch Hydro scheme 

directly to the consumers, for the supply of electricity, was conducted by Ricardo Energy &  



Environment on our behalf. The results were disappointing in that without increased 

subsidy it would not be viable. We are in discussions with Local Energy Scotland via CARES 

as to the way forward. 

The Board are as always monitoring what progress is being made in regard to the Hydro 

Scheme on the Abhainn Greadhain at Glenachulish and have entered discussions with the 

current developers in regard to the possibility of negotiating a bigger part in this. To that 

end we are investigating possible sources of funding/grants to finance consultant/project 

manager fees if we proceed.  

 

The Quarry 
The Company, along with the Community Council, explored the possibility of acquiring a 

Public Entertainment Licence for the Quarry, which would cover the Fireworks and maybe 

other projects for a period of 3 years. So far little progress has been made, but discussions 

are still ongoing led by Kevin Smith, Chair of the Community Council. 

Discussions with the Community Council, and with the Highland Council with regard to 

possible community acquisition of part of the quarry continue. It is envisaged that the 

Company would be the legal entity for negotiating and agreeing contracts with Highland 

Council if we proceed.

 Happy 70th Birthday! 

 

Alistair MacMillan was born on 19 July 1947, and has lived in Ballachulish all his life, 

spending the last 68 years in his current home. He celebrated his 70th birthday 

alongside family and friends with a magnificent meal at the Laroch Restaurant and Bar 

situated within the village. Just to prove he still has "va va voom", Alistair took to his push 

bike the very next day and cycled the length of the island of Lismore from Point Lismore to 

the far end of the island and back, some 18 miles. Alistair said "It was pleasing to know that 

I still have the puff to get up the hills, but the saddle found parts of my body I didn't know 

existed, so it will be a few days before I hit the saddle again." 



The Goddess Returns 

Although the figure known as the Ballachulish 

Goddess was found at Ballachulish Moss in 

North Ballachulish, the return took place on our 

side of the Loch. 

Originally found in November 1880 when 

workmen were digging trenches in the grounds 

of Alltschellach House, the enigmatic 

Ballachulish Goddess is believed to date from 

c600BC. Carved from Alder, it is unlikely that she 

was above ground for long, as evidenced by the 

good quality of the artefact when discovered. 

Sadly, preservation techniques were limited 

back then, and the Goddess was oiled to prevent 

cracking. It didn’t work, and the figure dried out, 

producing the strange warped shape that is now 

displayed in the museum in Edinburgh.  



 Whilst carved wooden figures have been found across north west Europe, the 

Ballachulish Goddess is the only one known from Scotland, making her rather special 

internationally, not just to the local area! 

In early 2017, Gavin MacGregor of Northlight Archaeology, an associate of the Pallas Boy 

Project, contacted our community to inquire about coming and carving a replica of the 

goddess in the area where she was found, using replica tools as part of their experimental 

archaeological work. Naturally we said yes, and so a few months later in early August, the 

team arrived. They included Dr Ben Gearey Photo opposite - (centre left), the team leader; 

Orla Peach (left) who amongst other things has laser scanned the original, and the copy; 

Brian Mac Domhnaill (right) an Archeological photographer with special interest in Paleo-

ecology; and most importantly Mark Griffiths (center right), a woodworker who has been 

working on restoring and recreating wooden artefacts, and was the carver of the new 

Goddess. On the Thursday evening,they gave a very interesting talk about their work, and 

the Goddess, which included a debate about the various possible find sites that have been 

put forward over the years. 

The hard work started on Friday, having 

sourced a piece of suitable timber the 

evening before from Kevin Smith’s garden. 

It was Birch rather than Alder, but a good 

substitute that was local and green, having 

been felled on Thursday evening. The 

progress made in one day was impressive, 

getting the shape of the goddess, and 

starting on some of the details. Mark had 

resorted to some modern tools for some of 

the work, in order to speed things up, but 

the replicas worked well. The team had 

many visitors over their two days, both 

locals and visitors coming in to see what 

was happening, checking on progress and 

both passing on local lore and asking 

questions, which the team were more than 

happy to answer.

On the Saturday, the team discovered a 

mystery bunch of flowers outside the hall, 

presumably given as an offering to the 

goddess, and supplied by Glencoe Florist. 

The work continued and by lunchtime it 

was just the final details needing to be 

done. Bearing in mind that there is just a 

single photo of the goddess when she was 

found in 1880, it was somewhat difficult to 

decipher how the original had looked. However, the team discussed the work as it 

progressed, and their interpretation of the evidence from the photo seemed very plausible. 

By mid afternoon, it was the finishing touches, such as inserting the eyes, two pieces of 

quartz chosen from a selection supplied by locals and visitors who had been in to visit the 

project. 

With the Goddess more or less complete, she was 

taken out onto the grass for some photos, before 

going on a little journey over to Ballachulish Moss. 

This is perhaps the first time that any 2500 year old 

Goddess had travelled in a car, so understandably 

she chose to travel incognito! 

As noted above, the precise find site is uncertain, but 

the landscape of the moss has hardly changed in 

places since 1880, and perhaps not since the goddess 

was first buried in the peat 2500 years ago. 

Therefore, as well as visiting some of the possible 

locations, the Goddess also enjoyed a photo shoot on 

the nearby surviving open ground on the moss, giving 

an impression of the landscape she may have seen before being buried. Not only was there 

a brief shower, but the midges were out, no doubt making her feel at home! We will leave 

you to wonder at why she was created, and buried. 

The Goddess is being left with the community. However, in order to preserve her and 

prevent the wood cracking and warping, she is being buried. It is hoped that the team will 

come back next year and dig her up, perhaps with the local schools present, so that we 

can see how she has fared.  



Visiting the Schools 

After her time in North Ballachulish, the Goddess retired for a week or so before enjoying a 

tour of our local schools. Accompanied by Rob Malpas and Morag Watt from Glencoe 

Museum, she intrigued and enchanted our local children. They had many intelligent 

questions, not just about the Goddess, but about many aspects of Archaeology.

We then returned 
through the grounds of Altshellach House (with a 
swing, below right), and passed near the site 
where the Goddess was found, and so back to the 
hotel for coffee.  

Monday Walk Report 

Our Monday walks are more ambitious & last 
about 2 hours.   

We had a pleasant up and down walk to 
James of the Glen’s Bothy in Glen Duror 
where a picnic table afforded us a welcome 
rest in the sunshine. This building is, of 
course, related to James Stewart who was 
hanged for the murder of the Red Fox in 
1752. On our walk back to the cars we saw 
a seaplane flying overhead.  Our car journey 
back was eventful as we had to draw nearly 
off the road onto the verge to enable some 
oncoming very large plant on trailers (they 
occupied 2/3 of the road width) to pass with 
a police escort.

Statistical Account 1793 

In 1793 Ballachulish was in the parish of Kilmallie. This was a large parish, approx. 30x60 

miles and included Glenelg and Lismore. It was decided that throughout Scotland the 

minister should write an account of his Parish, so here are a few extracts relating to our 

area: 

“…to the dampness of the air may no doubt be attributed the frequency of rheumatism, 
which is the disease that prevails most in the parish; and since people have ceased to wear 
flannel shirts it has become much more general. 
“Of late years the dropsy is become pretty common, particularly among the poorer sort of 

people. This is ascribed to their feeding so much upon potatoes, which is now become a 

substitute for meal. 

“Last harvest 3 whales appeared in Loch Eil, of great size: one of them seemed to measure 

about 600feet. 

“Near the farmhouse of Ballachulish there is a … marble rock of a beautiful ashen grey 

colour… finely sprinkled with pyrites and… grains of lead ore. This would make a bright and 

beautiful metallic marble… What a pity that such sums of money (are spent importing) when 

our own country abounds in the very best quality. 

“The sheep were first introduced in the parish in the year 1764. Now 60,000 sheep, 

something more of black cattle, horses down to 500 and 1000 goats. 

“There are no ale houses in the parish but many whisky retailers. Indeed, they are so 

numerous that they are a nuisance, and tend very much to encourage idleness and to corrupt 

the morals of the people.”

We would like to say a massive thank you to all those that displayed professional 

seamanship when helming the safety and tow vessels, and to the rest of our team that stood up 

to their waists in cold water all day, to ensure the towing operation was a success. Next Years 

event takes place on 8th & 9th September.

What’s going on?? 

Boatsheds 

The Community Association were 

recently awarded some money to get a 

condition report survey of the Boatsheds 

undertaken. Therefore, at the beginning 

of September, a chartered building 

surveyor & heritage consultant spent the 

day in Ballachulish to survey them and 

gather information for the report.  

This is just the very first stage of a long process, and we have to submit the report before 

the end of the year. Once approved by the relevant bodies, we can then use it to gain further 

funding for the next stage in the process of restoration. 

On a slightly less positive note, we have had reports of vandalism of the boatsheds, both 

intentional, and as a by-product of youthful adventure. We would ask that if you see anyone 

causing any damage to the boatsheds, or walking on their roofs, to approach them if you 

feel it is safe to do so, and explain that we are hoping to get the boatsheds restored, or at 

least report it to the community council.
